Proclitics and Enclitics 
A proclitic (<prokli,nw lean forwards) like o` h` oi` ai ̀is a monosyllabic word which 
has no accent of its own but is pronounced with the following word, as evn th/| h`me,ra|. 
An enclitic (<evgkli,nw lean inwards, upon) like mou moi me is a word which has no 
accent of its own and is pronounced with the preceding word, as in genhqh,tw to. 
qe,lhma, sou. (evg, for evn in composition before g j x c)
